For this yearbook spread, I created a fictional “friendly death row meal” 
menu that mixes dark humor, food design, and crime-inspired visuals. 
The concept presents last-meal choices in a playful menu format while 
using visual elements from investigation boards to connect the theme 
back to crime. The goal was to make the spread feel unique, bold, and 
memorable without making it too serious or disturbing.

The main challenge was finding a way to combine three very different 
ideas: crime, menus, and meals. I needed the design to clearly com-
municate the concept of “death row meals,” but still feel appropriate 
for a yearbook spread. It also had to look visually interesting and not 
just like a regular restaurant menu.

I designed the spread as a mix between a restaurant menu 
and a crime investigation board. The menu organized the 
meals, while the connected lines, notes, and evidence-style 
visuals helped connect the food and crime themes in a 
playful, clear way.
